Team format and Rules

Season:


The League season will begin Thursday May 3 and run 18 weeks, ending August 30th. A split season will be played with the first half ending after on complete round robin (9weeks) all players will carry their handicaps to the second half and start with zero points. Last week will be fun night. (This could change if we have more than 9 teams)

Prizes: These prizes may change due to funds available.
1. Weekly sleeve of balls will be given on an alternation basis for one of the following games as noted on the schedule: Long Drive-LD, Long Putt-LP, Shortest Drive-SD, Closest to Pin-CP,

2. Gift certificates for first half, 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place. Second half, 1st, 2nd and 3rd place.

3. Plagues for league Champions or Gift certificates

Membership:

Membership fee is $20.00 per person to be paid to Brian Lasley by May 24th.

Members are the first two listed on your team, If you have more than 2 on your team.
Handicaps:


Handicaps will be established on the golfer's first round of play (members and subs). When the first round is complete and handicaps are figured, points won and lost will be calculated.

1. Members handicaps will be determined on the best 6 of  7 rounds,  submitted, less par, times 90%, then divided by the number of rounds, All fractions for rounding will follow this procedure: .001-.499, round down: .500-.999 will be rounded up.

2. Subs handicaps, for their first 3 rounds will be 80%, on there 4th round they will follow all handicap according to membership. 

3. No score over double par will be added to your handicap. (Please keep your actual score for total.)
Scoring:  



The method of scoring will be as follows: The winner of each hole will be awarded 1 point; a tie will result in 1/2 point per person. Three points will be awarded for the winner of total net score. A total of twelve points will be available per night. The only exception will be in the case of a forfeit. In a forfeit, the person that is forfeited to, will receive an automatic six points, providing that person plays the round. If the golfer's net score is better that his handicap, he will receive and additional three points. If the golfer's net score is equal to his handicap, he will receive and additional two points. No Score on any hole will exceed twice the par score for that hole in handicap figures.

Tee Times:

League play will be on Thursday nights starting at 4:00pm. When your foursome shows up, go to tee box and get in line. NO set tee times. League must be off tees by 4:45pm.  Any team may tee off early, as long it is OK by Red Hawk. 

Team Rules:
1. All teams will be made up of two (2) players.

2. In the last 2 weeks of each half, only subs with and established handicap can be used as substitutes.

3. Green fees will be $20.00 for nine holes plus cart. You may play and extra 9 after league for $5.00 more with a cart.

Playing Rules:


USGA rules and local ground rules will govern all play with the exceptions as follows:


1. OUT OF BOUNDS PENALTY: Player must play second ball form original lie and will be hitting 3. If the second shot goes out of bounds, a ball may be dropped within two club lengths of the place where the ball crossed the boundary line. The player will be hitting 5. When in doubt hit a provisional. Penalty for not hitting second shot from original lie will be adding one stroke. You will be hitting 4 (example: player A hits a drive and doesn't thing it's was out but closes to the out of bounds. He decides not to hit a provisional ball. When he gets to his ball and finds it out of bounds he drops a ball and plays for there. Since he didn't return to his original lie he would be hitting 4 from there.)
When in doubt hit a provisional ball.

2. Winter rules will exist on the course at all times. The ball may be moved with the club head a maximum of six inches, but no nearer to the hole, except within the confines of a hazard, where the ball must be played as it lies.


3. Water Hazard: A player has the following option after hitting into water hazard.



A.  Dropping a ball back in the line in which the ball entered the water and suffer a one stokes penalty, or using the drop area for that hole.

4. All score cars must be left in the score book at the clubhouse or given to league chairman. (Brian Lasley)
